Gaither Junior Fellows Program

• Application tips:

– Read topic descriptions carefully

– Be strategic: everyone applies to either the Democracy 

Program (topic A) or the U.S. Foreign Policy Program 

(topic B)

– The three-page topical essay must be analytical, not a 

research paper, nor your opinion. 

• Application is now a fillable pdf!  

• After submission by FO, about 20% of applicants chosen for 

interviews, all done by phone or video

http://carnegieendowment.org/about/jr-fellows


FAO Schwarz Fellowship

• Two years of service in one of the Schwarz 

program’s five partner non-profits

• Total award approximately $74,000

• You MUST choose the non-profit first, then apply 

directly to that organization

• Each non-profit has its own description, specific 

cover letter questions

• Deadline = February 15

• In 2019, 6 Fellows chosen from 200 applicants

• For graduating seniors and recent alumni

• One-month study program with other 

international students on human rights issues, 

at sites throughout Europe​; then 11 months 

working together on an Action Project

• Website contains valuable information on 

Action Projects

• Deadline = January 5, 2020

• There is an application fee of $40; the 

FO can reimburse you.

• Deadline = February 14, 2020

• Use as many resources as you can

– Plan to write at least three to four drafts

• Re-apply if still eligible
