This normative scoring should be related to 
the evaluation of the historical cohort of your Ph.D. candidates over the past five years.    If you 
think that two theses/dissertations are of exact equal quality, you may of course give them both the 
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same number of points.  However, if your ratings do not differentiate among the theses/dissertations 
from your department, the ratings may be discounted by the Committee.
