Biographical Sketch

Henry J. Hyde was born on April 18, 1924, in Chicago, IL. Elected as a Republican, he
served as an Illinois state representative from 1967-1974. During this period he served as
majority leader, 1971-1972, and a delegate to the Illinois state Republican conventions,
1958-1974. Hyde was elected to the Ninety-fourth and subsequent fifteen U.S. Congresses,
1975-2007. Hyde acted as the chair for the Committee on the Judiciary for the 104th-106th
Congresses, as well as the chair for the Committee on International Relations for the
107th-109th Congresses.

Mr. Hyde passed away on November 29, 2007, in Chicago, IL.
